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“Changing Borders” Conference Slated for Nov 13-14
The Sunrise County Economic Council (SCEC), St. Croix International Waterway Commission, and Enterprise Charlotte announced Tuesday they will be presenting a cross border conference in November 13-14 to discuss the implications and opportunities of new US/Canadian border requirements in the St. Croix region. 

“There’s a lot of confusion about the law,” SCEC Executive Director Harold Clossey confessed, “We hope that people will come learn about the requirements, and share ideas on how we, as an international community, can make them work for us proactively.”

The conference, set to begin the afternoon of November 13 in St. Andrews, and conclude the following day at Washington County Community College in Calais, will feature a welcoming reception at the Algonquin Hotel, speakers from both the Canadian and American governments, panel discussions on border security, US/Canadian relations, community life, international trade, and tourism.  
“It’s about building connections,” Enterprise Charlotte Director Mike Rouse said, “We are part of one region and need to be ready to adapt or else we’ll all be left behind.”

“We will kick things off at the Algonquin,” St. Croix Waterways Director Lee Sochasky explained, “St. Andrews is a beautiful community with a charm that transcends the border. We believe it an excellent backdrop for an event of this caliber.”

Registration begins at 12:30 Eastern Time November 13.with presentations focusing on cross-border travel, followed by a reception, and banquet featuring proponents of Access Atlantica, an initiative focusing on the Bangor to Saint John Trade Corridor. 
“The following morning, things move to WCCC,” Clossey outlined, “We’ve set up a continental breakfast, a welcoming committee, and will be hosting breakout sessions throughout the day.”
