
Need to take one class to get ahead at work?  Want to go to school part- or full-time and earn a degree?  Higher education and professional development can be tackled full-time or one class at a time.  There are resources available to anyone wishing to further their education.  This guide is an introduction to educational funding and incentives for Washington County residents. 

Tax credits are available for employers as well as individuals.  The Guide provides the name of the program, a description, the amount or allowable costs, eligibility, and who to contact for more information.  It contains the particulars on federal and state grants (name of the program, eligibility, enrollment criteria, amount, deadline for application, and where to find more information), as well as loans (name of program, description of program, amount, repayment, deadline, and where to find more information).

There are many scholarships available for students who are already enrolled or entering a degree program and attending school at least half-time.  There is some funding available for people who wish to take one class for professional or personal development.  The Guide contains scholarship information including the name of the scholarship, eligibility, enrollment criteria, amount, deadline for application, and where to find more info.  There is also a page of web addresses that can be helpful.  Something to keep in mind - grants and scholarships are funds that help to cover the costs of education and don’t need to be repaid.  Loans do need to be repaid, but generally not until after graduation.  

Most scholarships are based on financial need.  The FAFSA (Free Application for Federal Student Aid) is used by schools and other organizations to determine need.  Financial aid deadlines vary by institution and type of aid.  We encourage you to submit the FAFSA as early as possible.  This application is available at any university or college, or by calling 1-800-4FED-AID (1-800-433-3243).
